IT HAD been a normal club day but the mood 

changed as glider G -CLPV landed for the final 
time and Portsmouth Naval Gliding Centre 

members had to face the fact that they were 

leaving their Daedalus home.  

   For much of Spring Bank Holiday Monday, the centre 

of the Lee-on-the-Solent airfield had been a hive of 

activity as gliders were towed ï winch launching had 

been banned by the airfield operator, Regional and City 

Airports ï into the air, landed, and then prepared for the 

next flight.  

   There was discussion and banter as the smell of bacon 

sandwiches and coffee wafted from the Pre-Stall Buffet 

coach. Of course, the end of glider flying at Daedalus 

came into the conversations, increasingly so as the af-

ternoon progressed. 

   Just after 4pm, centre manager Tony World, with 

course manager Dave Howell on board, brought the 

glider in for what was termed a textbook ócompetitionô 

landing. 

   By then the banter had stopped. The gliders and tug 

aircraft were pushed into the hangar and there was an 

edge to the conversations ð the frustrations and feel-

ings came to the surface. 

   The Gosport Globe has reported over recent months 

how, as a charity, PNGC is unable to pay the increased 

charges imposed by Solent Airport Daedalus owners, 

Fareham Borough Council, especially as operating re-

strictions have increased costs. 

   Tony summed up the mood as, ñbitter, sweet. Bitter 

weôve lost the battle [to stay]; sweet that we donôt have 

to fight any longer.ò 

  The gliders, tug aircraft, and equipment will be stored 

at HMS Sultan while trustees and members work to 

find another airfield from which to fly and enjoy the 

peace of floating 2,000-feet above the ground. 

GOSPORT MP Caroline Dinenage has 

rejected claims in last weekôs Globe that 

she and the Ministry of Defence had 

ñwashed their handsò of complaints over 

contract changes for low-paid ESS work-

ers on Navy bases in the constituency. 

   In a statement  released on Thursday, 

she said: ñI received a petition when I met 

with Unite the Union, on March 23, to 

discuss membersô worries regarding ESS 

contract changes.   I offered to write to the 

Minister enclosing the petition and shar-

ing the concerns. On March 26, Unite the 

Union sent me further details which I sent 

to the Minister, along with the petition. 

   ñDuring this time I wrote individually to 

every constituent who had signed the peti-

tion to alert them that I had written to the 

Minster and would be back in touch when 

I had received a response. 

 When I received a response from the 

Minister [the Under Secretary of State at 

the Ministry of Defence, Tobias EllwoodI 

forwarded it to Unite the Union as a cour-

tesy and contacted all of the petitioners. 

   ñTo date I have received no response to 

these communications.ò

DEFERRED, granted and, on its 

third consideration of the proposed 

ólive/workô homes at Daedalus, Lee-

on-the-Solent, the borough councilôs 

Regulatory Board has refused plan-

ning permission. 

   The officersô recommendation was 

that the Board ñreconsidersò its Feb-

ruary 28 decision to grant permis-

sion for the five units to the west of 

the control tower at the airfield be-

cause the reasons recorded in the 

minutes, ñcould be seen to be un-

soundò.  

   Legal advice in the form of the 

councilôs senior solicitor planning 

and regulation, Paul Grant, was on 

hand to guide the councillorsô delib-

erations. 

   He explained that if Board mem-

bers accepted the recommendation, 

they could, ñfully reconsider the 

applicationò. 

   Which is what happened with the 

debate focussing on whether or not 

the proposed mixed use hangars 

would generate sufficient employ-

ment and provide an acceptable lev-

el of residential accommodation. 

   There was cross-party agreement ï 

Steve Hammond (Liberal Democrat, 

Bridgemary North) agreeing with 

Piers Bateman (Conservative, Lee 

East) -  that the development was a, 

ñbrilliant conceptò.  

   However, when it came to the vote 

on granting consent, the Board over-

turned its previous decision by eight 

votes to four, with one abstention. 

   After the meeting the entrepreneur 

behind the scheme, Peter Day, de-

scribed the session as, ñan ambushò. 

   The director of Hangar Homes 

pointed out that five of the council-

lors at the Board had not been pre-

sent at its February meeting, and he 

was annoyed at not being allowed to 

speak again about the development. 

   Mr Day added: ñWe are going to 

be appealing [against the decision] 

to the Planning Inspectorateò, and he 

was confident the challenge would 

be upheld because there were, ñso 

many procedural errorsò. 

   Fareham Borough Council, the 

owner of Solent Airport Daedalus, 

refuses to sell the land for the Hang-

ar Homes development and Mr Day 

said he would refer this to the Local 

Government Ombudsman ð but 

only after the Gosport Borough 

Council refusal had been reversed 

by the Planning Inspectorate. 

   As part of his negotiations, Mr 

Day has revived a proposal to fund 

the building of a Heritage Centre at 

Daedalus, alongside the ólive/workô 

units. This would incorporate a 

hangar for the Portsmouth Naval 

Gliding Centre planes and equip-

ment plus club houses for both 

PNGC and Lee Flying Association. 

   The proposal had been in the origi-

nal planning application but was 

withdrawn prior to the January Reg-

ulatory Board meeting which had 

deferred the decision. 

   It all raises the question of what 

the land to the west of the control 

tower at the airfield could be used 

for. At the Regulatory Board, the 

planning officer admitted no alterna-

tive proposal had been received. 

   One possibility is  the area being 

reserved for commercial aircraft but 

that will depend on Daedalus chang-

ing from a general aviation airfield 

into a successful commercial airport. 

   So far, it has attracted one airline ï 

Air Alderney ï to operate regular 

flights from Lee. 

   In the meantime, Mr Day will di-

rect his attention to other locations 

for his óplane livingô homes ï with 

residential accommodation above a 

hangar for a light aircraft ï and in 

particular, Newtownards in Northern 

Ireland because he will be able to 

start assembly of the Velocity kit 

aircraft in conjunction with Belfast 

Metropolitan College rather than 

CEMAST at Daedalus.

FAREHAM and Gosport Clinical Commissioning 

Group is, for the first time, combining with its counter-

part for South Eastern Hampshire to hold a joint annual 

general meeting. 

   The two CCGs already work closely together holding 

joint meetings of their governing bodies and senior 

members of staff, such as the chief finance officer, have 

the same role in both. Therefore, the move to a joint 

AGM on Wednesday June 6, in The Theatre, Fareham 

College, from 6pm to 8pm, is not a surprise. 

   However, it may heighten concerns that the CCGs 

ópartnershipô working could lead to a loss of what Gos-

port MP Caroline Dinenage and borough councillor 

Philip Raffaelli termed the ñparochial perspectiveò.    

This was reported in last weekôs Gosport Globe and was 

in respect of monitoring ambulance response times at 

postcode level.  

   The AGM is open to the public and those wishing to 

attend or submit a question to be asked at the meeting 

are requested to email fg-sehccg.engagement@nhs.net 

or phone 023 9221 2410. The agenda and accompanying 

papers for the meeting are not yet available online but it 

is expected to focus on reviewing the last financial year 

and to consider priorities for the next 12 months. 

CCGs come together 

for annual meeting  

COUNCILLORS spent over four-and-a-

half hours on Wednesday evening grap-

pling with planning applications and, in 

particular, the legal implications of their 

decisions. 

   This legal theme was set by the first 

main item on the Regulatory Boardôs 

agenda: the ñreconsiderationò of planning 

permission granted for Hangar Homesô 

development of mixed use units at Lee-on

-the-Solent, as reported on Page 2. 

   What became apparent in the discussion 

was that Board decisions could not only 

be appealed to the Planning Inspectorate 

but  also be subjected to judicial review. 

   There were times when the debates be-

came bogged down as the members 

strove ï some may say, floundered - to 

decide upon the wording of the reasons 

for decisions. 

   Perhaps it was the reminder, early in the 

proceedings, about the possibility of judi-

cial review that caused the members to 

feel the ólong arm of the lawô ï metaphor-

ically, of course; perhaps it was the pres-

ence of the councilôs senior solicitor plan-

ning and regulation; it might even have 

been that nearly half the councillors pre-

sent were new members of the Board.  

   The trepidation did not afflict them in 

decisions where they were of a mind to 

accept the recommendations of the plan-

ning officers because these included care-

fully worded reasons for approving or 

refusing planning permission. 

   Decisions were reached relatively 

quickly to grant permission for: 

an additional 2-storey dwelling at 1 

Nottingham Place, Lee-on-the-Solent; 

rear and roof extensions at Hazeldene 

Rest Home, Bury Road, Gosport; 

building 37 homes on land to the south 

of Howe Road, Gosport; 

a rear extension to 37 St Marys Ave-

nue, Gosport; and 

a 2-storey side and rear extension to 

26 Woodstock Road, Gosport. 

   There was more discussion of the pro-

posed residential development of 155 

houses and 45 flats on two parts of the 

former HMS Daedalus, that is now 

termed the óWaterfrontô, lying between 

the properties on Marine Parade West and 

the southern part of the airfield. 

   The residentsô deputation raised con-

cerns about ñparking blightò and in re-

sponse, Kate Ives, the Development Di-

rector of Wates Construction, admitted it 

was a, ñchallenging issueò. 

   However, she added that Wates had 

taken the views of residents into account 

in the detailed layout of the sites. And she 

said the company would be seeking to use 

local contractors and employees in the 

construction of the homes. 

   Councillor Mrs Linda Batty 

(Conservative, Bridgemary South) ex-

pressed her worries about the impact of 

the development on local amenities such 

as schools and health services, but the 

Board was unanimous in granting plan-

ning permission.  

   When councillors came to consider the 

application from Prinset Limited to build 

a staggered height building on the former 

Crewsaver site at the corner of Mumby 

Road and Harbour Road, Gosport, the 

legalities and parking issues reappeared. 

   The planning officersô recommendation 

was to grant permission for the residential 

block which would be up to nine storeys 

high but Board members were not con-

vinced, especially of the provision of only 

47 car parking spaces for 47 flats. 

   To refuse the application, councillors ï 

remembering the problems they encoun-

tered with the Hangar Homes proposal - 

had to provide a robust defence of their 

decision. 

   Councillor Philip Raffaelli 

(Conservative, Anglesey), aided by fel-

low Conservative councillor Piers Bate-

man (Lee East) and Liberal Democrat 

Stephen Hammond (Bridgemary North), 

needed guidance from officers who were 

placed in the difficult position of helping 

to reject their own recommendation. 

   Eventually an amendment was proposed 

to refuse the application and it was passed 

with just one abstention. 

   As weariness began to set in, another 

contentious application came forward: 

planning permission for an extension ï 

which had already been erected ï to the 

Bayside Cabin, Stokes Bay Road. 

   Not only had it been erected without 

consent ï for which the owner apologised 

ï but it had seemingly been built without 

the landownerôs permission. The land-

owner being... Gosport Borough Council. 

   However, such considerations are not 

material to the planning decision and 

councillors concentrated on whether the 

extension was acceptable in that location. 

Councillors Raffaelli and Bateman 

thought so but Lynn Hicks (Conservative, 

Peel Common) described it as an 

ñabsolute eyesoreò and a ñmonstrosityò. 

   Like beauty, the aesthetic appeal of a 

building is in the eye of the beholder, and 

in the end the decision was deferred so 

that Board members could visit the site. 

   It had been a long and arduous meeting; 

but as the Board members gathered up 

their papers and went home, they could 

reflect on the intricacies of the planning 

process and the importance of robust and 

sound decisions.

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HAVING enjoyed a comfortable majority 

in recent years, the Conservative group 

members will need to be disciplined if 

they are to exercise control of Gosport 

Borough Council until 2020. 

   Mayôs local elections were a victory for 

the Liberal Democrats as they retained 

five and gained four seats so that the bal-

ance on the council is now: Conservatives 

18 (52.94 per cent of the 34 seats), 14 Lib 

Dems 14 (41.18 per cent) and Labour two 

(5.88 per cent). 

   A two-seat majority is workable espe-

cially with the Mayor, Councillor Diane 

Furlong ð who holds the casting vote in 

the event of a tie ð being Conservative. 

   Leader Mark Hook (Conservative, Al-

verstoke) told The Gosport Globe: ñIt 

doesnôt give me any more difficulty.  

   ñIt means everyone has to turn up but 

[colleagues] understand their responsibili-

ties.ò 

   The borough council is structured so 

that below what is termed the ófullô coun-

cil comprised of all members are its deci-

sion-making boards and  committee. 

   The councilôs constitution permits 

changes to the number of board/

committee members and that is what has 

happened this year: 

Policy and Organisation now 13 mem-

bers, was 14; 

Community Board, now 15, was 14; 

Economic Development Board, now 

15, was 14; 

Regulatory Board, now 15, was 14; 

Standards and Governance Commit-

tee, unchanged with 12 members. 

   The law requires that, ñthe number of 

seats on each Board and Committee allo-

cated to each Political Group bears the 

same proportion to the proportion on the 

Councilò. 

   The move to odd numbers of members 

on the boards is constitutional but it gives 

the Conservatives a one-vote majority on 

each of them. 

   Should there be deadlock on one of the 

boards due to an absentee or an absten-

tion, the chair again has the casting vote 

and all the boards are chaired by Con-

servatives. 

   The Leader of the Labour Group, Coun-

cillor Mrs June Cully (Town), agrees with 

Mr Hook that this is in accordance with 

the constitution. 

   However, Councillor Peter Chegwyn 

(Leesland), who leads the Liberal Demo-

crats, described it as a form of 

ógerrymanderingô ï making changes that 

favour one political party. 

   It has already become apparent that 

without the changes, the Conservatives 

could have difficulties.  

   At the first meeting of the Standards 

and Governance Committee ï which is 

split 50:50 between the Conservatives and 

Liberal Democrats ï the vote for who 

should be the chairman was tied.  

   The decision had to be taken back to the 

full council where the Conservatives have 

a majority and Councillor Philip Raffaelli 

(Conservative, Anglesey) was elected to 

the chair. 

   Mr Chegwyn also pointed out that bor-

ough council representatives on outside 

bodies ï such as to the Hampshire Police 

and Crime Commission ï are nearly all 

Conservatives because the proportionality 

rule does not apply. 

   He added that the Lib Dems, ñwill be a 

constructive and responsible oppositionò, 

and argued the local election results had 

shown, ñthe Conservatives have lost the 

right to governò. 

   In his view, Mr Hook is a, ñbusted flush 

é It is time for a change at the top which 

would make it easier to work together for 

the good of the town.ò 

   Mrs Cully said Labour had not entered 

any agreement with the Liberal Demo-

crats  and would, ñbe looking at all indi-

vidual decisionsò. 

   Her mind was also concentrating on two 

years ahead as the party regroups and 

prepares for the next local elections. 

   She said: ñOur people are getting into 

position. We have young people getting 

to know their communities. Thatôs our 

focus.ò

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A óHANDYô initiative aims to help care 

and nursing home residents across Gos-

port and the surrounding area receive 

quicker and more effective treatment if 

they need emergency hospital treatment. 

   The óRed Bagô scheme involves keep-

ing important information about a care 

home resident's health in one place, mak-

ing it easily accessible to ambulance and 

hospital staff.  

   It is being paid for by Portsmouth Bet-

ter Care Fund and Fareham and Gosport 

and South Eastern Hampshire Clinical 

Commissioning Groups, using Ã9,300 of 

national funding for new models of care. 

   Some 109 Red Bags have been bought 

for care homes in Portsmouth. And 82 are 

available for 29 in the South Eastern Ham

-pshire, Fareham and Gosport CCG areas. 

   The bags contains standardised infor-

mation about the resident's general health, 

any existing medical conditions they 

have, the medication they are taking and 

highlights any current health concerns ï 

which helps ambulance and hospital staff 

determine the treatment someone needs 

much more quickly and effectively. 

   They also have room for personal be-

longings, such as clothes on discharge, 

glasses, dentures and a hearing aid.  

   When patients are ready to go home, a 

copy of their discharge summary, detail-

ing every aspect of the treatment in hospi-

tal, is put in the Red Bag for care home 

staff to access.  The Red Bags also identi-

fy a patient as being a care home resident 

which may make it possible for them to 

be discharged sooner as care home staff 

have been involved in discussions with 

the hospital, understand their needs and 

can support them on their return. 

   Campbell Todd, Head of Integrated 

Care for SEH and F&G the three CCGs, 

said: ñThe Red Bag scheme has made a 

big difference in other areas where it has 

been used, such as Norfolk.  

   ñWith standardised forms for every 

patient, the handover to the ambulance 

crew should be much more efficient and 

the process of transferring patients from 

the care home to hospital faster.   

   ñOne of the crucial aspects of our eval-

uation work will be to see the impact on a 

patientôs length of stay in hospital with 

the hope that those who have Red Bags 

will have a shorter length of stay.ò

ballõ in bid to 

prevent leaks  

SOUTHERN Water is 

testing the revolutionary 

SmartBall device which 

travels along  pipes and 

can detect defects before 

they become bursts. 

   Supported by partners 

Pure Technologies and 

Water Research Centre 

Limited, Southern Water's 

technology team is apply-

ing the bowling ball-like 

device developed for use 

in the oil and gas industry 

in the 13,000 km of pipe-

line in its network. 

   The brains of the ball 

are housed in a small 

hardened globe which 

contains acoustic sensors 

which can 'hear' a leak of 

as little as 0.11 litres/min. 

   Other detectors can spot 

unevenness in pipes and 

pockets of air in a pipe. 

   The data is transmitted 

to surface stations placed 

along the pipe's path or 

downloaded when the ball 

is recovered. The brains 

are covered with a bright 

blue protective sponge 

layer making SmartBall 

look like a bowling ball. 

   ñWe have worked very 

hard on finding new ways 

of finding and fixing 

leaks with a goal of even-

tually reducing wasted 

water from our vast net-

work to zero,ò said Sarah 

Elliman, research and

HELLO again to all you Gosport gardeners. I some-

times wonder where does the time go? Here we are in 

June and this is a very busy month indeed. 

   June 21 is of course the longest day of the year, and 

the extra warmth and daylight encourages the garden to 

put on an exuberant burst of growth. But this  also 

means that weeds will sprout up from seemingly no-

where. So you must keep on top of them by hoeing in 

dry conditions. 

Top tips: Plant out summer bedding; mow lawns at 

least once a week; harvest lettuce, radish and other salad 

crops and don't forget those early potatoes; prune many 

spring flowering shrubs; pinch out those side shoots on 

tomatoes; stake tall or floppy plants; hoe borders regu-

larly to keep those weeds down; be water wise, especial-

ly in drought affected areas; shade greenhouses to keep 

them cool and to prevent plant scorch; position summer 

hanging baskets and containers outside. 

   Well following my tips will I am sure keep you busy 

but this month is a very rewarding time as you can see 

that all that hard work over the last few months is begin-

ning to pay off.
